She was warmly welcomed home to St. Elizabeth Motherhouse, Allegany, NY in 2013. 
Sister Charlotte was predeceased by her parents: Leo and Donalda Reilley, and Sr. Natalina O’Neil, an Allegany Franciscan, who passed away February 13, 2000.
